| Celebrate and Worship
NSTRUCTIONS: Show or play some songs for worship time. It’s time for Christmas Songs!
Try something like: Joy to the World (Unspeakable Joy), O, Come All Ye Faithful, Light of the
World

| We Heart It
« INSTRUCTIONS: Give each kid a piece of paper and tell them to cut it into a heart
shape (you may need to help your younger students). Tell them to write or draw on the
paper something or someone they love. Then, string up all the hearts together to hang
up in the room.

o SPECIAL NEEDS HACK: Have some hearts already cut out for those children
who struggle with cutting skills. Have a few hearts already traced on the paper,
and assist children in cutting on the lines. You may have a child who benefits
from using adaptive scissors.

« What do you think worship means?

o Usually we think of worship as singing songs to God and coming to church. But did
you know that we can worship God in other ways, too?

e Worship is to love God so deeply that our actions show how much we love God. We
worship anytime we choose to live our lives for God. By loving God and loving other
people, we are doing our part to tell others about Jesus! Being kind and loving is an
act of worship to God.

o PRETEEN HACK: Instead of providing these words, have students play a
round of hangman or wheel of fortune to see if students can guess the word, or
entire Big Idea, based on clues.

They knew that
it meant that a king was born, so they were wondering what this child would be like,
and also decided to bring gifts for the baby.

The shepherds and wise men adored Jesus and were full of wonder. Jesus’ birth was
so special because Jesus was the son of God! Finally, Jesus was born and the
celebration could begin!
